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» 4.5 Driver installation Guide (DOS)

This installation guide describes the procedures to install the PCI serial ports in
MS-DOS environment.

Normally serial and parallel 1/0 ports can be supported by BIOS call services in DOS
environment. However there are only support 4 serial ports (3F8h,2F8h,3E8h,2E8h)
and 3 parallel ports (3BCh/378h/278h) are supported by BIOS/DOS.

In case the PCI serial and parallel ports are different from the above configurations
(e.g. I/O address or more than 4 serial ports / 3 parallel ports), they are not supported
by BIOS/DOS directly. However some applications (e.g. "PComm Plus" could
support 8 serial ports and each 1/0 address is settable) have their own driver, thus PCI
cards could work correctly.
